Making a Christian String Cross Necklace Instruction Details

Materials/Equipment: Use #36 or #30 White Nylon 3-stranded Mason twine or seine line. (It can be dyed with fabric dye if desired)
Available at Wal-Mart and builders supplies. Cut a drinking straw in half for the coil tool (5in.). A scissors, candle and measuring tape
are also needed. Details and photos below require practice to acquire the skill. The authors have been able to do steps #2to #20in 5
minutes. A 230 foot roll of twine will make 50 crosses. Groups can “assembly line” the steps. Patience is necessary to develop the skills.
